Post Prom Party:

Diane Foti (current Co-Chair) spoke about the Post Prom Party which will be held at the school this year with even more prizes. The goal of the post prom is to offer fun activities and prizes after the prom to keep the students safe.  The committee is looking for volunteers and donations for this year’s post prom party.  Donations are 100% tax deductible. The form is attached if you would like to donate or volunteer.
There are opportunities for students to volunteer for their graduation project and students that volunteer will have advantages with the prizes.
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Kick Off Dinner:

Joyce Dougherty is the Chair for the Kick-Off Dinner.  
Overview of the planning activities for the Kick-off Dinner:
The cafeteria has been reserved for Wednesday, April 14th.
Joyce has reserved the same caterer as last year.

Last year , we planned for 250 people, and there was plenty of food left over.  This year, we will plan for 125 football players (85 current players on the roster, approx. 40 incoming Freshman) and 1.5 parents per player.  

Parents are invited to eat at the dinner and we need to communicate that the dinner is for the parents and the players.
A vote was taken to decide if we should spend $200.00 for the caterer to supply the meatballs and it was approved.  We will purchase the meatballs from the caterer.

The Booster Club will provide paper products (plates, cups, napkins, silverware), and drinks.  Class Parent Representatives (excluding 9th grade)  were asked to contact  parents and ask for dessert donations from 5 families in each class and 3 servers.
Tee Shirts need to be designed and ordered (Crystal Wilson).

A roster will be available for each class for each player to sign in..  Players not listed were asked to provide their contact information that night.  At the sign up tables, name tags were given to all.   

We will reach out to welcome parents and ask for their participation with Sign-up Boards for committee jobs  with committee chairs or committee representatives will be available for discussion.
The Booster Club will provide handouts with important dates and details on the service the booster club provides to the team with  a break down of how the fundraising is being spent.
