Football Description of Committee Activities:

	· Tag Day- The Freshman, Soph, Jr. and Sr players are organized into groups to accept donations at 4 intersections in  Downingtown, from 9am-3pm, 3x’s a year.  Chaperones supervise the boys at all times.  Coordinate volunteer schedule, deliver supplies and posters to each intersection, get parent volunteers to chaperone and help count money.

	· Discount Card- This card is a physical card sold to support the football team. The boys are asked to sell the cards at a price of $20/ea.  Currently over 60 local vendors have agreed to provide discounts to the cardholder.  Committee coordinates obtaining vendors for cards, having cards produced, delivering and tracking cards to players, coordinating booths to sell additional cards.

	

	· 50/50 Raffle- Raffle tickets are sold prior to half-time at the home football games.  Committee brings supplies, coordinates volunteers to sells tickets, announces winner. 

	· Team Spirit Dinners – The Booster parents organize a team dinner the evening before a home game. Each class is assigned a specific date to provide volunteers and donations.  Let your class rep know if you can volunteer!

	· Banquet- The banquet is usually held at the end of the football season for all players, parents and family members(space permitting).  Player gifts are given for each grade. Players attend free. Committee selects venue, menu, decorates venue, selects and orders player gifts, creates program for event.

	· Game Programs- Business and Parent ads are purchased before the beginning of August.  The programs are updated weekly with new coupons, notes, pictures from the previous game and much more! Programs are sold at every home game. Committee solicits businesses for ads, creates program layout, coordinates with printer, sells programs at games.

	· Post Game Food Varsity games- Food is provided for all players that suited for the game, both home and away. The food is distributed at the entrance to the school locker rooms at the home games. Committee buys food and drinks and brings to games.

	· Post Game Food JV games- Food is provided after the game for the players, for both home and away games.

	· Post Game Food Fr. Games- Food is provided after the game for the players, for both home and away games.

	· Clothing Sales- The Booster Club sells clothing and other school spirit items during the home games or as needed.  Committee creates designs for new clothing and spirit items, orders items and coordinates volunteers to sell items at home games and banquet.

	· Summer 7vs7 Shoot-Out @ Dwest- This event is sponsored and organized by Mike Milano.  Approximately 15-20 teams attend, 9am to 3pm.  The committee prepares and sells lunch for approximately 600 players and fans.

	· Kick-off Dinner – This event is an annual event held in April of the current year to introduce the program and schedule to players and parents for the new football season. Committee selects caterer and menu for event.  Coordinates volunteers for dinner and brings supplies needed.

	· Water Boys- This tradition was started in 2004.  Four DYW and Marsh Creek football players are invited be the Waterboys  for every home game.  Committee coordinates for volunteers to be at each home game and supervises boys on the field.

	· Shipp Camp Registration – This committee will assist Mike Milano with paperwork that includes , registration, parent permission form and emergency medical release.  This committee is also at the school the day the boys leave for camp to address any problems.

	· Team and Game Photographer- A photographer has been chosen for the year for home and away Varsity games, however, we need volunteers to assist with team pictures in August and to take photos at JV and Freshman games.

	· Team Camp Day Food - This event is an annual practice day in June with Lower Dauphin.  The players and coaches are provided lunch and a t-shirt.  Committee coordinates lunch.

· Website Development- Booster Club website development linked from the main dwhsfootball.com website.  Assist in providing content for website.

	· Social Committee-This committee is responsible for social events which are not fundraisers and also social events that may be fundraisers!  Come and join and share your ideas and energy.  Past events include Bowling nights, Beef and Beer, TGIF BBQ and more!

· TGIF BBQ –  The DWest football Boosters will be sponsoring a social gathering for all fall sports teams. The event will provide an opportunity for the families of the students to meet and socialize in a fun and informal setting.  We will also introduce our 2011 fall sports teams high-lighting our senior athletes and band members.  We will also have a performance from our marching band and cheerleaders.

· Golf Outing-Event to be held in June.  Help needed the day of the event and beforehand to solicit businesses for sponsorships and donations for auction items.

· Class Reps-Communicate football program and booster club information to parents/players of your respective class.  Coordinate parents from your class to bring food to your assigned team dinner night, get volunteers to take pictures and write articles for the JV/Freshmen games to be uploaded to website, get volunteers to sell clothing and 50/50 at all home games.
